SELECTION CRITERIA FOR THE CLINICAL EXAMINATION
The Clinical Examination can only accommodate groups of eight candidates. If a candidate falls outside a group of eight then they would generally have to wait for the next available examination.

In the event of oversubscription the Board of Examiners would give priority, in the following order to candidates who:

1. Have not yet sat the clinical examination due to lack of a place once; or have failed the clinical previously but have been unable to secure a place twice

2. Have passed the MCQ on the first attempt (ranked on basis of MCQ results) and making first application for the clinical examination

3. Have passed the MCQ after more than one attempt (ranked on basis of MCQ results) and making first application for the clinical examination

4. Have failed the Clinical examination and been declined a place once

5. Have failed the Clinical examination and making the first application to re-sit
6. Have been formally referred by VCNZ under the agreement between VCNZ and AVBC to examine clinical examination candidates from either NZ or Australia due to a shortfall or oversubscription in either country
7. Are NZ residents or are transferring from the NZNVE process
